1&2& 
Start with R ft stepping to your right, cross back with the L; repeat. 

3-4&
Step right with R foot, leaning to the R, then quick L-R in place, rocking to L and R, ending with L foot raised

5-6   
Step fwd with L, cross over fwd with R and bow fwd with your L leg up again

7&8  
Two quick steps bkwd L,R, then step fwd on L, raising R ft, ready to go fwd
9-10    Step fwd with R ft, lifting L and bow once more; step back with your L foot, R foot raised, ready to start again. 
VARIATION I 
Change first three counts noted above with the following: 

1&& 2&& Moving to R, hop on L, quick R & L ending with R ft up ready to hop again.  Repeat.
3
Step with all your weight on your R foot, landing slightly to your R 

4-10    Same as Figure 1.
Dance leader signals change from Figure 1 to variation at his discretion.
